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Commands

Commands can be sent using SSHv2, RS-232, TCP/IP, or Telnet. The default port for Telnet is 23. Each command
is case sensitive. Do not change capitalization, spacing, or lettering. Each command is terminated with a carriage
return. If the command fails or is incorrect the feedback should be “Command FAILED:” followed by the sent
command.

IMPORTANT: Each command must be terminated with a carriage-return (0x0d) and the feedback is
terminated with a carriage-return and line-feed (0x0a). In addition, when sending multiple commands,
at least 500 milliseconds should be specified between each command.

The POWER button
will flash until the Blink off command is executed. on = enables blinking; off = disables blinking; sta = displays the
current setting. The default setting is off.
